New Fitness Track 

After two months of visits to other schools as far apart as Highvale and St Albans east, numerous 

committee meetings, and of course those all important negotiations based around costs and preferred 

timelines, we have this week employed ñTigerTurf Australiaò to undertake significant improvements 

to our schools outdoor recreational facilities. 

This exciting project will include; 

¶ The building of an irregular four lane artificial grass running track around the perimeter of the 

oval, the inside lane of which will be 239 metres in length.  For the statistically minded, this 

track will involve the laying of 834 square metres of terracotta coloured, sand filled short pile 

synthetic grass.   

¶ The building of a soccer goal area inside the north east corner of the track, which will involve 

the laying of 92 square metres of green coloured sand & rubber filled long pile synthetic grass. 

¶ The installation of a 45 square metre synthetic grass, direct stick óPremierô cricket pitch in the 

middle of the oval. 

¶ The installation of a long jump pit with an 18 square metre synthetic grass  órun-upô, in the 

south west corner  of the oval. 

¶ The shifting of the goal posts (something the DEECD is especially skilled at in the current 

climate), all line marking, and a five metre wide concrete reinforced section of track that will 

enable heavy vehicle access onto the oval.  This is especially important for events such as the 

fete, and for emergency access should the need arise. 

 

Funded by approximately $90,000 of Federal 

Government money, we anticipate this project being 

completed for the start of term 4, although the weather 

will play a major role in the completion date. 
 

Once the track is finished, we will be looking to install 

a óyet to be decidedô number of self-contained fitness / 

exercise / play stations around the perimeter.  These 

will be strategically placed to maximise access, while 

seeking to more widely distribute and disperse our 

students around our grounds. 
 

The number and structure of these stations will be 

coordinated by the Buildings & Grounds Committee, 

and will involve extensive  consultation with staff,  

Parents Group, and students through Junior School 

Council.  This project will be locally funded, with 

Parents Group, School Council and Junior School 

Council all presently investigating what monies might 

be available and accessible to support this venture.

We 

will continue to enrol the siblings of current students 

regardless of where they live, and would either increase the 

rigour with which we enforce our current ceiling, or seek a 

ceiling adjustment should we ever reach the stage where we 

require DEECD facilities support.  The simple fact is that we 

canôt fit any more buildings permanently on site, so this 

support is not an issue for us. 

I would hasten to add however, that our forward planning is 

now based on the fact that we have received 2010 prep 

enrolment documentation from all Laburnum families with a 

sibling commencing here next year.  If this is not the case, we 

need to hear ñyesterdayò from those families yet to enrol.
